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Language spot  possessives 1

In Algilez the possessive form can be either 'vA' (suffix at the end
of the word, similar to the ‘A" suffix of an adjective) or 'Ar' (a
preposition in front of the word). Both mean the same.

As usual, the topic word comes first - book, name, cagtc.

The possessive word should follow any topic adjectives.

In the second example, the 'Avywod’ (possessive word) 'kAnis' is
also followed by an adjective 'AJetA'. In this case the 'Ar' form is
then generally easier to understand. Otherwise use 'vA'.
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Language spot  possessives 2 - start with the topic word

In Algilez, you should generally start with the thing/person that
you are talking about (the topic word or tNpwod).

In English phrases, particularly with lots of adjectives, the topic
word is often the last word in the sentence or phrase.

This usually means that you will need to completely reverse the
English sentence.

Hence:- My old car
becomes:-  KIr AJEMA MEVA
